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Preface

I) General View on Supplications

Supplications and ziyaaraat (salutations) are special modes of
Islamic cognition. Nay, these are profound lessons in monotheism,
creed, and ethics and from its characteristics are the explanation of
Islamic laws and injunctions. It is not, as is generally understood, a
ritual or a formality.

There are numerous incidental benefits related to invocations,
some of which are as follows:

A) Relation:

By nature, man feels lonely and desolate in this world due to its
difficulties, problems and sorrows and hence, is in continuous and
eternal need of his Creator. Thus, it is essential that this relation
with his Creator should be true, continuous and eternal, referring to
Him in a state of humility, humbleness and feeling utterly lowly
while begging.
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B) Aim of Supplication:

In a state of desperation, difficulty, poverty and their like, man
pleads only with his Creator through invocation and supplication.
This is due to his short sight, limited thoughts and ignorance of
what awaits him in the hereafter. And that he is negligent of what
Allah, the Almighty, intends of him and that which He has
informed His Prophet (s.a.) in the explicit verse of His book

“And | have not created the Jinn and the humans
except that they worship Me.”*

And like Ameerul Momineen (a.s.) said,
“Invocation (dua) is the essence of worship. "

Then, the creature, due to his excessive involvement in the
transient world, forgets the quote of the Holy Prophet (a.s.) who
said,

“The world is the field for the hereafter.”

Whatever one gains in this world, its fruits will be seen only in the
hereafter. Ameerul Momineen (a.s.) says,

“You should know this world is moving rapidly and
nothing has remained out of it except last particles like
the dregs of a vessel which has been emptied by some one.
Beware, the next world is advancing, and that both of
them have sons i.e. followers. You should become sons of
the next world and not become sons of this world because

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on the Day of Judgement every son would cling to his
father. Today is the day of action and there is no
reckoning while tomorrow is the day of reckoning but

there would be no (opportunity for) action”.!

Hence, it is obligatory on us that we prepare ourselves through
reflection, deliberation and deep thought in the ways of nature
before death overtakes us. And it is also necessary that we take our
own account before our account is taken.

C) Seeking Permission:

Indeed Allah the Almighty on account of His Mercy and Kindness
for His weak and humble slave, has provided the method of
invocation, so that it may enlighten him and guide him. Thus,
whosoever intends that his prayers should be accepted, then Allah
the Almighty has promised him thus,

“Call Me, I will answer you.”

Therefore, when a person cannot fathom the manners of this world,
then how is it possible that he understands the method of
invocation by which His Mercy encompasses him? Without
recognising the method and manners of invocation and
supplication, how it is possible that its concepts are facilitated for
him and provided unto him? Thus, it is essential for a person that
he recognises the manner of invocations to attain its concepts.
After acquiring the permission to pray, the questions that arise are

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as to with what we should invoke? How should we supplicate? In
what way should we ask? So how should we recognise this proof
who has been explained only by his Master? Therefore, it is
necessary that we have a guide that we follow. Who is this guide?
What is the method that we can follow step by step? What are the
obstacles in the acceptance (of supplications)? And how can we
remove these obstacles?

D) Guides towards the Right Path:

For the acceptance of prayers which we have already explained,
the manifest proof for guidance towards Allah’s right path, are the
divine proofs for the creatures and those who have been termed as
‘the gate of Allah through whom (Allah) is reached’, and this is the
best standard. As Allah the Almighty says,

«... and seek a medium to Him.”*

They are the trusts of Allah among His creatures, and the Gnostics
whom the servants need, and they are the guides towards Allah,
Glorified be He, the High. Therefore, the acceptance of
supplication depends upon blessings and salutations upon them
because they are the medium of dispelling the calamities and
difficulties of this nation. They are the ones whom Allah the
Almighty has attributed as the possessors of power to describe
Allah the Almighty His Creatures, as he says in His Mighty Book,

“... Purified is Allah from what they attribute except

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His sincere servants.”’

Then who are these holy personalities? They are the Messenger of
Allah (s.a.) and after him, his progeny (a.s.) as he has willed,

“Surely | leave behind you two most weighty things,
Allah’s Book and my progeny. If you hold unto them, you
will never be misguided after me.”

They are his holy and purified Ahle Bait (on them is all the best
blessing and salutation). And in our times today, the medium and
the stretched rope between the Creator and His creatures, His trust
among His creatures, His proof on His earth, is the Hujjat al-
Zamaan, al-Mahdi, the Promised (may Allah the Almighty hasten
his holy reappearance). As the Holy Prophet (s.a.) said,

“Mahdi is from my progeny. His name is my name. He
will fill the earth with justice and equity like it would be
fraught with injustice and tyranny. ”

These are the chosen ones who taught the creatures numerous
supplications for worship. Their word is lower than Allah’s word
and higher than that of the creature. Whoever heard their saying
the said, “Your word is light.” None in the universe can describe
Allah the Almighty but them and their word is proof upon all the
creatures.

E) Lessons in Invocation:

In Islamic teachings, it has been explained that invocation alone is

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not enough. Yes, it is essential that it is accompanied with action,
efforts and perseverance. Then, the one who seeks sustenance, it is
necessary that this invocation is supplemented with efforts.
Similarly, the one who is in quest for knowledge and intends to
keep away ignorance, it is obligatory that his supplication should
be accompanied with striving towards acquisition of knowledge.
Therefore, you see in our supplications, lesson on beliefs, ethics
and Islamic injunctions. Let us take Dua-e-Jaushan Kabeer as an
instance which contains concepts on monotheism. Or Dua-e-
Makaarem al-Akhlaag which comprises of discussions on nobility
and ethics and it is necessary that a believer adorns himself with
these traits and characteristics. Dua-e-Abu Hamza-e-Thumaali
shows the domination of divine mercy over divine wrath. Dua-e-
Nudba explains for us the series of Allah’s proofs (peace be on
them all) among His creatures from Hazrat Adam (a.s.) to the Holy
Prophet (s.a.) till Hazrat Mahdi (a.t.f.s.) and the tortures they faced
from the people. Dua-e-Faraj elucidates that Hazrat Saahebuz
Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) is the only heir of the Holy Prophet (s.a.) and will
fill the earth with justice and equity like it would be fraught with
injustice and oppression. By his reappearance, the statement,
‘There is no god but Allah, Muhammad is Allah’s Messenger and
Ali is the slave of Allah’ will become widespread, thereby
resulting in the prevalence of Allah’s (Purified and High be He)
true worship.

I1) General View on Ziyaaraat:

The elements discussed in the previous point of supplications and
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invocations, are equally applicable for this chapter. In other words,
whatever was said concerning supplications is relevant for
ziyaaraat as well, the only difference being as follows:
Supplication is our conversation with our Creator Who there is
none like Him. Whatever He desires, comes into existence without
any hindrance or question, as He Himself declares,

‘His affair is such that when He intends something,
(He) simply says to it, ‘Be’, and lo! It is.”*

But ziyaaraat are our conversation with Allah’s sincere creatures
and His infallible proofs, which cannot be paralleled by anyone
from this nation. They are those whom Allah has purified from all
uncleanness and has created them pure, purified. Thus, whosoever
desires to enter the gate of Allah, then they (a.s.) are the gates
through whom Allah is approached. They are the medium towards
Him and hence, their recognition, their love and treading on their
path is obligatory. All these are summarised in one thing and that
is ziyaarat. Literally, ziyaarat means to meet. It is our creed that
their souls ascend towards the highest heavens and that they are
alive, getting their sustenance (from their Lord). They look at us,
hear our speech and reply to our salutations. As Ameerul
Momineen (a.s.) narrates from the Holy Prophet (s.a.),

“Those who die among us are not (actually) dead.”

The belief of us Shias is against the Wahhaabis who think that as
the Holy Prophet (s.a.) is dead, our relationship with him is like
that with any other stone that can neither advance nor postpone.

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And also opposed to the Ghulaat who attribute divinity to Ameerul
Momineen (a.s.). Allah is Higher than what the unjust believe, a
big lie. We subscribe to the belief that Holy Prophet (s.a.) is the
last Prophet but the most superior of them all. He is followed by
his successors, the Holy Imams (a.s.). In our time today, Hazrat
Mahdi (a.t.f.s.), the Promised One, is his successor.

So from among the manners of ziyaarat is that the one whose
ziyaarat we are about to read, his recognition is a must. It is not
possible for us to acquire the recognition of the Holy Prophet (s.a.)
or the infallible Imams (a.s.) through the faulty or inadequate
faculties available to us humans. Just as an ant, in front of a huge
mountain or a drop of water when compared to an ocean, are not
worth a mention, we too when compared to these great
personalities, are even smaller than the ant or the drop of water.
Then how is it possible that we describe or recognise them? It is
only Allah the Almighty Who knows them. Consequently, the only
method to know them is through revelation. If we acquire any
other mode of recognition, then indeed we will be among the
doomed sects.

Then what should be done? Now, the only way to describe the sun
from the characteristics of its tongue, the ocean from its reflection
in the mirror and the height of a mountain from the bird that flies
over its top. Therefore, we should acquire the beliefs from these
infallible and holy Imams (a.s.) so that we refrain from either of
extremes nor we become among those who exaggerate (<).
Hence, on divine command, we commence our ziyaarat with
greetings and salutations in his presence, as a method of offering
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our respect and believing that, ‘by his blessing are the creatures
sustained and through his existence, the earth and the heavens are
being firmly established.” Hence, we being among his flock and his
guests, must necessarily greet him every morning with our
salutations. We must offer our greetings as they have taught us and
renew our allegiance with them. We should seek from Allah the
Almighty with a blazing heart that He hastens his noble
reappearance. This is what he (a.t.f.s.) has ordered us to do when
he says,

‘And pray most for the hastening of the reappearance, for certainly,
it is your salvation.’

I11) The Method of Invocation

In the previous chapter, you realised that invocation is a form of
worship. Ameerul Momineen (a.s.) says,

‘Invocation is the essence (lit. brain) of worship.’
Imam Reza (a.s.) informs,
‘Supplication is the weapon of the Prophets.’

Allamah Majlisi (a.r.) in his book, ‘Mishkaatul Anwaar’, in the
chapter, ‘Aadaab al-Dua’, writes, “Know that supplication is
conversation with One who fulfils needs and in Whose presence
desires are presented. So, it is necessary that man understands the
meaning of invocation and that he calls out from the depth of his
heart. The minimum manners that he observes while seeking his
needs from his fellow.creatures like helplessness and
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powerlessness, he should observe the same while asking for his
wants from Allah the Great, the Creator, the Sustainer and the
Controller of all affairs. The basic manners that one observes while
intending to ask something from a fellow human are numerous,
some of which are as follows:

A) He knows what he is saying. So, when he talks with a great
person, then his talk is not void of what he says or with a
negligent heart. Then, even if he does not punish him, at
least he won’t pay heed to his pleas. Hence, it is essential
that one is attentive while supplicating Allah the Almighty.
He should know what he is speaking and the words that flow
from his tongue, seeking seriously and earnestly. He should
not plead in a half.hearted way, as Ameerul Momineen (a.s.)
says,

“Allah does not accept the prayers of a negligent heart.

B) Surely the one who depends on another individual for
dispelling his difficulties and calamities, then it is obligatory
for him that he should be in perpetual service of the latter.
Similarly, it is necessary that man should pray even while
bestowed with bounties and should not turn away from Allah
the Almighty on account of abundance of bounties and
affluence.

C) Indeed, one who is in need of his fellow creatures’ offers
worthwhile service to the bestower to such an extent that the

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latter becomes satisfied with him. Moreover, he refrains
from doing all those things that the giver dislikes. The same
applies with regards with Allah. Therefore, the one who
worships Allah, he sees to it that his obedience is more and
his invocation is nearer to acceptance (than the one who is
not obedient). As the Holy Prophet (s.a.) says,

“One who calls without action is like an archer without a

bow. !

D) From the conditions of an invocation’s acceptance is the
complete recognition of the Lord from Whom the desires are
sought. Thus, whosoever knows the greatness of the King,
the vastness of His Kingdom and the abundance of His
treasures, will expect more from Him. It is narrated from
reliable narrators that Imam Abul Hasan Musa al-Kazim
(a.s.) has said,

“Some people asked Imam Sadeq (a.s.), ‘we pray but why
is it that our prayers are not accepted?’ He (a.s.) replied,
‘Because you invoke Whom you do not recognise. 2

Similarly, it is narrated from the same Imam (a.s.),

“When you supplicate, then be positive that your needs
are at the door (i.e. fulfilled).

E) Another condition of acceptance of supplications is
excessive seeking and asking because Allah the Almighty

loves immoderation in supplication on account of His vast
nobility, grace and unlimited mercy.

One manner of invocation is to pray secretly. For, seeking
needs in solitude is dearer to the nobles. Moreover, a prayer
in isolation is nearer to sincerity and distant from ostentation.

Observing the timings in which an invocation is supposed to
be accepted. For surely, Allah the Almighty, has fixed some
places and times for the acceptance of supplications.
Therefore, in the invocations for the hasty reappearance of
Imam Mahdi (a.t.f.s.), emphasis has been laid on special
places and timings.

Yet another condition and manner for supplication is a
feeling of humility and pleading in supplication as is narrated
from Imam Sadeq (a.s.),

“Whenever any one of you feels compassionate, then he
should pray. Because a heart does not become
compassionate but that it becomes sincere.

It is also a sign of the invocation’s acceptance.

Surely one who seeks an obligation from a great person, will
first try to appease his servants and those around him, so that
his desire is achieved quickly. Imam Sadeq (a.s.) says,

“Whenever any of you becomes ill, he calls a doctor and
pays him. Whenever you have work with a king, you bribe
the door.keeper and pay him. Similarly, when any matter

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disturbs you, fear Allah the Almighty, and purify yourself
with a charity, less or more. Thereafter, enter the mosque

and pray two rakat namaaz.....""

J)  One who has some need, he will place the need of others in
front of the nobles as a medium for his own need. It is
narrated from reliable chain of narrators that Imam Sadeq
(a.s.) said,

“Whoever gives precedence to forty people from among
his brothers prays for them and then prays for himself, his
prays for himself as well for others are accepted.

From the above tradition, we learn that whenever we intend to get
our needs fulfilled in front of Allah the Almighty, it is necessary
that we pray for our master Saahebuz Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) before
asking for our desires. This is because certainly he (a.t.f.s.) is the
master of bounties and the guide, the leader for the believers.

K) Among the manner of prayers is the glorification of Allah
the Almighty, and praising Him with greatness, generosity
and nobility while supplicating. Hence, it is recommended
that one should remember the bounties of Allah on himself
as well as on others and then thank Him for the same. Of
course, the greatest bounty is the love and mastership for the
Holy Prophet (s.a.) and his infallible progeny (a.s.), specially
their representative in our times today, Hazrat Mahdi
(a.t.f.s.). We must indeed remember Allah the Almighty and

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thank Him for conferring this great bounty upon us.

L) Among the important stipulation of an invocation is to send
salawaat on the Holy Prophet (s.a.) and his progeny. For, one
who as some need with a king, he will get some gifts for his
confidantes and close ones so that they may intercede on his
behalf and get his need fulfilled at the earliest. Imam Sadeq
(a.s.) says,

“An invocation is remains veiled unless one sends
blessings on Muhammad and Ale Muhammad. "

Reminders:
Significantly, we must remember:

1) It is obligatory on us that we do not despair if the prayers are
not accepted quickly and our supplication for the quick
reappearance of our master (a.t.f.s.) is not secured. For, such
hopelessness and despair in a definite occurrence is
tantamount to the denial of the Holy Prophet (s.a.) and the
infallible Imams (a.s.). This concept has been sweetly
elucidated in the following tradition from Imam Sadeq (a.s.)
when he says,

“Between the saying of Allah the Almighty, ‘The prayers
of you two (Moosa and Haroon) have been accepted®?
and the drowning of Firaon, there was a gap of forty

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years.

And Imam Reza (a.s.) states,

“Surely when a believer asks Allah.Mighty and Glorified
be He. a need, the acceptance of his supplication is
delayed, due to the love of his voice and the hearing of his
lamentation. "

2) It is not permissible for anybody to despair and become
despondent form the acceptance and non.security of his
supplications, like saying, ‘My sins are plenty and hence my
prayers will not be accepted.” Then look at Firaon. Allah the
Almighty gave him respite for such a long period of time due
to His Kindness and Mercy that he may repent, truly and
sincerely, and return to his Lord. (When he failed to do so)
did Allah the Almighty accept the prayers of His Prophet
(s.a.) against Firaon.

V) Awaiting

A) The Meaning of Awaiting:

It is an innate behaviour from which emanates the preparation for
whom we are Awaiting. Thus, as the intensity of the Awaiting
increases, the measure of preparation also is on the rise. For
example, when we wait for a difficult examination that we fear, we

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will ready ourselves for discussions and debates in better ways and
means for we do not know as to what question will be asked and in
what manner. Therefore, this Awaiting should be done in an even
better manner because we are waiting for none other than our
master, Saahebuz Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). It is obligatory on us that we
acquaint ourselves with the characteristics of our master, the
Awaited One, from the transmitted traditions related from his
infallible ancestors. Consequently, we will be certain that our
Imam (a.s.) is the twelfth Imam, he is still alive from the day of his
birth and will continue to be till he reappears. He will infuse a new
life into the Shariah of the seal of the Prophets, Hazrat Muhammad
Mustafa (s.a.w.a.), through the establishment of justice and
uprooting evil. It is quite possible that this affair is brought to its
completion in this very year or perhaps, may be postponed to
another year. It all depends on the deeds of the Shias, as he (a.t.f.s.)
has expressed his desire in one taugee’,

“And had our Shias — may Allah grant them grace for His
obedience — been united with their hearts in the fulfilment
of the covenant imposed on them, they would not have
been deprived of the blessing of our meeting. And indeed,
they would have the good fortune of seeing us with true
recognition and their verification concerning us. Then
nothing conceals us from them except (those news) that
reach unto us and which we dislike and don’t expect from
them.

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In another taugee’ to Shaykh Mufeed (a.r.), he (a.t.f.s.) wrote,

“Then each one of you should act in a way that brings
you closer to our love and refrain from all those actions
that bring you nearer to our dislike and anger. For surely,
our affair (reappearance) will be sudden and unexpected,
when repentance will be of no benefit nor will regret over
misdeeds save him from our chastisement. "

The Essentials of Physical Awaiting:

Bodily Awaiting is an extension of awaiting from the heart. The
one who waits perennially strives to keep away from sins and
disobedience (of Allah). Hence, apart from always endeavoring to
create a safe environment for his soul, he also tries ways and
means to improve the others. Abu Baseer narrates from Imam-e-
Sadeq (a.s.),

“Whoever desires to be among the companions of the
Qaem (a.s.), then he should await, act with piety and good
ethics while he is in a state of Awaiting. So if he dies and
the Qaem rises after him (i.e. his death), his reward will
be like the one who has found the time of the Qaem. Then
strive and await, congratulations to you, O nation on
whom is mercy.

Here, we would like to mention a few traits that ought to be present
in the one who awaits:

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a) He should be aggrieved and distressed on account of his
separation.

b)  He should cry, make others cry and appear to cry for his
separation.

c)  He should always remember the Imam (a.t.f.s.).

d)  He should distance himself from the people of this world and
sinners.

e) He should pray to Allah the Almighty for the safety of
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) and his early reappearance, mostly
in those times when supplications are accepted.

f)  As the duration of his occultation increases, his craving for
his Imam (a.t.f.s.) should increase by the day.

g) Encouraging and exhorting the believers to pray for the
reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

h)  To be prepared every moment and every second for his
reappearance.

B) The Excellence of Awaiting:
The Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) said,

“The best worship is to await the reappearance. *
Ameerul Momineen Ali Ibn Abi Taalib (a.s.) said,

“The one who awaits our affair is like the one who is

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soaked in his blood in the way of Allah. "

And in yet another tradition, Imam Sadeq (a.s.) gives glad tidings,

“One who dies among you while he is awaiting for this
affair (i.e. reappearance of al-Mahdi), is like the one who
is with the Qaem in his tent.”

The narrator says that Imam Sadeq (a.s.) was quite for a moment
and then said,

“Nay! He is like the one who has fought alongside the
Qaem with his sword.”

Then he (a.s.) said,

“Nay! By Allah! He is like the one who has attained
martyrdom in front of the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.).

C) Necessity of Awaiting:

It is narrated in ‘Kamaaluddin’ from Abdul Azeem al-Hasani (a.r.)
that he said, “I went to Imam Muhammad Taqi (a.s.) to ask him
about the Qaem, whether he is Mahdi or other than him? Before |
could ask, he (a.s.) told me,

‘O Abal Qasim! Surely the Qaem from us, he is the
Mahdi. It is necessary to wait (for his reappearance)
during his occultation, to obey him when he reappears

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and he is my third descendant.”*

From whatever was discussed, we gather that all the Prophets (a.s.)
and successors (a.s.) from Hazrat Adam (a.s.) to the last among
them (s.a.w.a.) waited for the reappearance of Hazrat Saahebuz
Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). Lastly, the Holy Quran orders,

“Then wait all of you, for surely I am with you among
those who wait.”

V) Reason for Praying for Saahebuz Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.)

In the previous chapter ‘Awaiting’, we came to know that waiting
for Imam-e-Asr (a.t.f.s.) is one of the important concepts since all
the Prophets (a.s.), successors (a.s.) and righteous ones are waiting
for this great occasion to avenge their blood. And indeed Allah,
Purified and High be He, has promised since the day He created
mankind that He will avenge the blood of the oppressed, those who
have been rendered weak and the blood that has been shed
unjustly, particularly that of the leader of martyrs, Imam Husain
(a.s.),through the son of Holy Prophet (s.a.), Hazrat Mahdi
(a.t.f.s.). And this is a promise which is bound to be fulfilled and in
conformity with His justice. The best method to hasten this divine
promise for the manifestation of justice is to pray for the
reappearance, for surely, he himself has ordered us to do the same,
when he says,

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“And pray more for the reappearance, for certainly that
is your salvation. "

Therefore, among the important duties of the Shias is that they
should pray for his reappearance, apart from the fact that it is
beneficial for them. Moreover, it also helps in fulfilling some of
the obligatory rights that they (a.s.) enjoy upon us. Hence, we see
in the various books of supplications that each of the infallible
Imams (a.s.) had different prayers for different places and
occasions, particularly our Imam Hazrat Mahdi (a.t.f.s.). So, it is
essential that we particularise the condition and place of
supplication so that we may tread the path of our leaders (a.s.).
This concept is supported by the tradition on the authority of
Imam-e-Sadeq (a.s.) when he says,

“If I find his time, I will serve him for my entire life. "

V1) The Benefits of Praying for Imam-e-Asr
(a.t.f.s.)

Praying for Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) comprises of advantages for
both this world as well as the hereafter. Here, we shall mention a
few of them, albeit briefly.

A. Worldly Benefits in Praying for Imam-e-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.) are as follows:

1) Leads to longevity as it (supplication) is a form of

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maintaining relations with Allah’s Messenger (s.a.w.a.), for
Imam-e-Bager (a.s.) says,

“Maintaining (or patching) relations purifies actions,
multiplies  wealth, dispels calamities, simplifies
accounting and postpones death. "

2)  Repels difficulties and increases sustenance.
3)  Leads to the acceptance of other invocations.

4) Is a cause for readying oneself for Imam’s (a.s.) meeting,
whether in sleep or awakening.

5)  Leads to augmentation of bounties.

6) Guarantees divine help for the one who prays and
domination over his enemies. The evidence for this belief is
the saying of Allah the Almighty,

“If you help (the cause of) Allah, He will help you.”

7)  Returning to this world at the time of his reappearance as we
observe during the recitation of Dua-e-Ahd.

8)  Ensures steadfastness on faith and safety from the mischief
and destruction of the last era.

9)  Keeps away divine punishment and chastisement.

10) Preparation and continuous asking of the believers for the
reappearance of our master Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) from
Allah the All.Powerful, the Obliger, is definitely a cause for

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the nearness of his reappearance and the quickness of his
advent, as has come down in traditions.

B. Benefits in the Hereafter:

Allama Sayed Muhammad Taqi al-Isfahaani (a.r.) in the fifth
chapter of his book, ‘Mikyaal al-Makaarim’, has discussed ten
advantages for praying for Imam-e-Asr (a.s.). Here, we shall
discuss a few of them, while keeping brevity in consideration:

Success in achieving the intercession of the Holy Prophet

of judgement.

Rewarding the labour of prophethood of Allah’s messenger
(s.a.w.a.) and arriving with his love.

Forgiveness of sins.

Reward of avenging the blood of Imam Husain (a.s.), the
martyr, the oppressed.

Guidance through the light of the Holy Quran.
Becoming the most beloved creature of Allah, the High.
Intercession of seventy thousand sinners.

Contentment of heart on the day of judgement.

(10) Equal to the reward of twenty Hajj and Umrah.

Fulfillment of a thousand desires on the day of judgement.

Angels pray for the forgiveness of the one who prays for the
reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

Leads to the fear of the accursed Shaitan and the breaking of
his heart.

Obtaining one.third reward of all the creatures.

Glad.tidings and leniency at the time of death, barzakh and
resurrection.

Reward of the one who is martyred under the banner of
Hazrat Qaem (a.t.f.s.).

Any gathering in which reappearance of Hazrat Qaem
(a.t.f.s.) is invoked is attended by the noble angels.

According to reliable traditions and authentic narration,
supplicating for him in his occultation is much better than
praying for him after his reappearance.’

V1) Special Timings of Supplications for
Reappearance:

Although invoking the reappearance of Imam-e-Asr (may Allah
hasten his reappearance) is a desired action at all times, yet there
are some special timings and occasions that are immensely
emphasised in the traditions. The author of ‘Mikyaal al-

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Makaarem’* has particularised the sixth chapter of his book on this
very issue, the summary of which shall be presented hereunder.
We shall also mention the supplication that has to be recited on
these special occasions.

1) The Day of Arafah (9th Zilhajj):

The invocation of Imam-e-Sajjad (a.s.) in Sahifa-e-Sajjadiyyah and
that of Imam-e-Sadiq (a.s.) can be seen in this context.

2) The Day of Eid al-Fitr:

The concerned supplications for this occasion can be seen in the
book of ‘Igbaal al-A’maal’ (of Sayed Ibn Tawoos (a.r.)), when a
person sets out to perform the prayers of Eid al-Fitr or Eid al-
Azhaa. We shall mention it, Inshallah, in this book later. It is also
recommended to recite Dua al-Nudba on both the above instances
and includes the supplications that are to be recited when one
intends to perform Namaz-e-Eid. Imam-e-Bager (a.s.) said to
Abdullah 1bn Deenar,

“O Abdallah! There is no Eid of the Muslims, whether
Fitr or Azhaa, but that it increases the grief of Aal-e-
Muhammad (s.a.w.a.).’

The narrator says, ‘I enquired, Why is it s0?” Imam (a.s.) replied,

‘Because they (Aal-e-Muhammad) see their right in the

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hands of others. "

3) The Day of Azha:

Whatever we have mentioned for Eid al-Fitr, applies on this day
too.

4) The Day of Earth’s Expansion:

It is the 25th of Zeega’dah (when Allah expanded the earth).
Praying for the reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) and
asking for his advent has been tremendously emphasised for this
day, as can be seen in Igbaal al-A’maal and Zaad al-Ma’ad (of
Allama Majlisi (a.r.)). Some of the points in this context really
make the hearts tremble, and hence, we shall mention a few of
them over here as encouragement:

a) It (25th Zeega’dah) is the day when the reappearance of
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s) has been promised. When a believer
sees that this day of the year has arrived but his master has
not come, he becomes sorrowful and his grief is aggravated,
Thus, his intellect and belief exhort him to pray even more
for the reappearance.

b)  On this day, divine mercy is spread and invocations are
accepted. So, the believer for whom his Imam (a.t.f.s.) is
dearer than his own self, his family, his children and his
relatives, will pray from the depth of his heart for the

removal of the difficulties of his master (a.t.f.s.).

This day is of bounty conferred by Allah on His creation
because He expanded the earth so that he may live in it and
reside therein. Moreover, he can derive pleasures from the
various kinds of bounties that grow from the earth, descend
on it and inhabit it. When he realises that all these gifts
bestowed on him are due to the blessing of his master
(a.t.fs.), he feels it as his duty to thank him through
supplications in his favour. For sure, he is the medium of
these bounties that cannot be overlooked.

Traditions have underlined the significance of being
engrossed in the remembrance of Allah, Mighty and
Glorified be He, on this day. There is no doubt that praying
for the reappearance of Imam-e-Asr (a.t.f.s.) is the best form
of Allah’s remembrance.

5) The Day of Aashoora:

The authors of Igbaal al-A’maal, al-Mazaar and Zaad al-Ma’ad
have narrated a tradition from Imam al-Sadeq (a.s.) on the
authority of Abdullah lbn Sinaan (Allah’s mercy be on him),
which commences with the following sentence,

e 3 Pt w e
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“O Allah! Chastise the transgressors who bore enmity
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against your messenger..... "

The secret behind this invocation is the enormous calamity and
torture that was afflicted on our master, Imam Husain (a.s.) on this
day at Karbala. Allah the Almighty has promised that He will take
revenge from those who oppressed him (a.s.) through our master,
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.), as spoken in the traditions. Thus, when a
believer remembers on this day the calamities afflicted on the
oppressed Imam (a.s.) and that Allah the Almighty has pre.destined
somebody to avenge his blood, his belief and love exhort him to
invoke and ask for the reappearance of this avenger from the King
of the Heavens. Hence, such a demand has been recommended in
this supplication. Moreover, the one who prays for this day will
find an occasion whose reward cannot be measured by anyone
except Allah the High and that is, seeking the revenge of the blood
of Imam Husain (a.s.), the leader of the martyrs.

6) The Night of 15th Sha’baan:

Since this night heralds the birth of our Master, Saahebuz Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.), it is appropriate that the believers are busy in praying for
him. It has come in traditions that supplications are accepted in this
night.

7) The 15th of Sha’baan:

One should prepare even more for supplications on this day than
whatever has been discussed till now because doing so would

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imply following in the footsteps of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). For,
when he (a.t.f.s.) was born, he prayed for his reappearance while
he was in prostration, invoking,

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“O Allah! Fulfil my promise for me, make my footsteps
steadfast, and fill the earth with justice and equity
through me. "

8) The Month of Ramazan:

This month is the best for praying for the reappearance of Imam-e-
Zamaan (a.t.f.s.), especially its nights, because it is the month of
invocations. Hence, traditions have ordered for the same and thus,
the significance of reciting Dua-e-Iftetaah have been underlined in
the nights of this month. Do not neglect this supplication for
indeed, it is a noble and comprehensive prayer, encompassing the
needs of both this world as well as the hereafter. Seqah al-Islam
Muhammad Ibn Yaqub al-Kulayni (a.r.) has narrated on the
authority of the infallible Imams (a.s.),

“The following supplication should be recited on the eve
of the 23rd Ramazan, in prostration, standing or sitting,
in any position possible. Moreover, it should be recited in
all months, in any possible manner whatsoever and
whenever you get the time. After praising Allah, Blessed

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and High, and salutations on the Holy Prophet (s.a.), say,
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9) The Sixth Night of the Month of Ramazan:

This supplication can be found in ‘Al-lgbaal’, narrating from the
book of Muhammad Ibn Abi Qurrah, and it is as follows: ¢ & Ui
Saal &y 5 (Jud till the end.

10) The Eighth Day of the Month of Ramazan:

The importance of this invocation can be derived from Al-Igbaal
which we shall mention, Inshallah.

11) The Twelfth Night of the Month of Ramazan:

The significance of this supplication too can be found in the
aforementioned book.

12) The Thirteenth Night of the Month of Ramazan:

This prayer is as follows: ‘Gleley Sk ¥) ,.@-U\ till the end.
Inshallah, we shall discuss this too.

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13) The Eighteenth Day and the Nighteenth Night of the
Month of Ramazan:

The importance of this invocation can be understood from the
various invocations that have come down and narrated in ‘Al-
Igbaal’. Of course, help is sought from Allah in all conditions.

14) The Twenty First Day of the Month of Ramazan:

Particularly after the morning obligatory prayers.

15) After Remembering the Difficulties of Imam Husain
(a.s.):

Surely this is a way of helping him, as will be discussed in its
proper place. This is supported by the narration of some of the
righteous people who saw Imam-e-Zamaan (a.s.) in dream while
he was saying, ‘Surely I will pray for the believer who remembers
the difficulties of my ancestor, Imam Husain (a.s.), and follows it
with supplicating for my reappearance and assisting me (in my
task).”

16) After Reciting the Ziyaarat of Imam-e-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s):

This has been emphasised by the great Shaheed-e-Awwal,
Muhammad Ibn Makki (a.r.), in his ‘al-Duroos’.2

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17) While crying due to Allah’s Fear:

Surely, this is the best of times, when a person is proximate to
Allah the Almighty and prayers are accepted. Thus, it is proper for
a believer that he should remember his Imam (a.t.f.s) by praying
for him, thereby fulfilling one of his (a.t.f.s.) rights that is
obligatory on him (the believer). Muhammad Ibn Ali Ibn Husain
al-Saduqg (a.r.) relates from his chain that Mansoor Ibn Yunus
Bazraj asked Imam al-Sadeq (a.s.) concerning a person who
attempts to cry in his obligatory prayers till he actually starts
crying. Imam (a.s.) replied,

‘By Allah, it is the coolness of the eyes (i.e. it is loved by
Allah).’

And then he (a.s.) said,

‘When you reach to this state, then remind him about

me. »l

| say, “‘One should not fear about this command because the person
concerned is the believer’s Imam, and possesses some right on
him. Hence, it is proper for every believing man and woman to act
on the same, relating to the Imam of his time, for he will discharge
his duty towards his master with his body as well as his tongue.’

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18) During the Renewal of Every Bounty and
Dissipation of Calamities:

Surely, Imam-e-Asr (a.t.f.s.) is the medium of every bounty and
through him, calamities are dispelled. We have already mentioned
that praying for his reappearance is a method of expressing our
gratitude to him for he is the medium of all the bounties that are
conferred on us. We should also not forget to send salutations on
the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) and his progeny (a.s.) on receipt of
every bounty because surely they are the authorities on the divine
bounties, as has come in Ziyaarah al-Jaame’ah and reliable &
consecutive traditions.

19) In Times of Sorrow and Grief:

As said before, it is found in the traditions that Imam-e-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.) prays for the one who supplicates for him. Thus, his
(a.t.f.s.) prayer becomes the cause of dissipation of sorrows of the
believer. It has come in numerous traditions that our Imam (a.t.f.s.)
is aggrieved at the grief of his Shias and undoubtedly, he prays for
them in their moments of sorrows, as has already been indicated in
traditions. So, it is naught but becoming for the Shias that they
follow in the footsteps of their master by supplicating for the
removal of his sorrows, difficulties and grief, for his grief is also
the cause of the grief of his Shias, as can be found in some
traditions. Hence the significance of praying for him (a.t.f.s.) on
such occasions.
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20) In Trials and Tribulations:

It is most appropriate to supplicate for the reappearance of Imam-
e-Asr (a.s.) at such moments for the following reasons:

a) It is the cause of his prayers (in our favour) as already
mentioned.

b) It is the cause of the supplications of the angels because they
pray for the one who prays for an absent believer and their
prayers are accepted, Inshallah.

c) His (a.t.f.s.) command, ‘And pray more for the hastening of
the reappearance. For surely, this is your salvation.’

d)  Supplication is a medium to reach unto him (a.t.f.s.) and he,
in turn, is the medium of safety from difficulties, trials and
tribulations.

21) After the Prayers of Tasbeeh:

That is, the prayers of Ja’far Ibn Abi Taalib (r.a.), particularly
when you pray it on Friday. There is an invocation narrated by
Imam Kazim (a.s.) for this occasion in Jamaal al-Usboo’ and other
books of supplications. May Allah the Almighty give us and other
believers the grace for its recitation. We shall mention this
invocation in the supplications of Friday, Inshallah.

22) Prior to Praying for Yourself and Your Family:

Authentic traditions have declared that true belief demands that
one should pray for the reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)
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before he prays for himself and his family. The concept of a quote
from the Holy Prophet (s.a.) is as follows: “Surely a person will
not be a believer till he considers Allah’s messenger (s.a.w.a.)
dearer than his own life, and the progeny of the Prophet (s.a.w.a.)
more beloved than his own family, and finally, anything regarded
by the Prophet (s.a.w.a.) as significant is more precious for him
than what he considers as important." There is no doubt that
praying for the early reappearance of Hazrat Vali.e.Asr (a.t.f.s.) is
among the most important affairs, through which hearts will gain
peace and satisfaction. Hence, it is proper for a believer that before
he starts praying for himself and his family, he should pray for the
reappearance, thereby observing the due right of the Holy Prophet
(s.a.w.a.).

23) The Day of Ghadeer:

It is the day when Allah the Almighty chose Ameerul Momineen
(a.s.) and the infallible Imams (a.s.) as masters over believers and
the caliphs of the Seal of the Prophets (s.a.). It is this very
mastership that has been inherited by Imam-e-Zamaan, Hazrat
Mahdi (may Allah hasten his reappearance) from his honourable
forefathers (a.s.). On this day, when the believer sees that the
usurpers are dominant, the oppressors overwhelming and the
protector of religion concealed, his believe and love force him to
pray for his (a.t.f.s.) early reappearance and his comfortable
emergence. For certainly, it is the day of the covenant’s renewal,

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the given oath, and praying for the reappearance of Imam-e-Asr
(at.f.s.).

24) At all Possible Times, Day and Night:

The evidence of this statement lies in the tradition related by Faiz
bin al-Mukhtar from Imam Ja’far al-Sadeq (a.s.) when he (a.s.) was
asked concerning the ziyaarat of Imam Husain (a.s.), ‘Is there any
particular time for this visitation, which we can call as the best
time?” Imam (a.s.) retorted,

“Visit him at all times and whenever possible. Indeed, his
visitation is the best thing. Whoever visits him more has
indeed performed abundant goodness and whoever does
less, he will get lesser reward. Make yourself free for his
ziyaarat. For, the good deeds are multiplied during this
act and this is the time when the angels descend for his
visitation.

25) While attending the Gatherings of the Opponents
and the Usurpers of the Imams’ (a.s.) rights:

Whenever we attend such gatherings, it is obligatory on us to pray
for the reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). Yunus lbn
Zibyaan says that | asked Imam-e-Sadeq (a.s.), ‘May | be
sacrificed for you, what should I say when | attend the gatherings

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of the Bani Abbas ?°* He (a.s.) replied,

“When you are with them and remember us, then say,

‘O Allah! Provide us comfort and joy, for surely,

whatever You desire, occurs’. 2

It is clear that the last sentence of this comprehensive but brief
supplication is actually invoking for the reappearance and the
manifestation of the rightful government, when he (a.s.) says,

‘For surely, whatever You desire, occurs.’

Moreover, it is also evident that this prayer, in these words, is for
dissimulation (tagaiyyah) and there is no particularity for it. The
only benefit that one can draw from this is the supplication for
reappearance, its exhortation and one’s readiness, while attending
such unfriendly congregations, to pray for an early reappearance,
which Allah, Mighty and Glorified, has promised on account of
His obligation and nobility. Certainly, the reappearance is near.

26) Invoke Constantly For Forty Days:

Any worship that is performed for forty days successively has
special effects and particular advantages. Therefore, we find
numerous traditions from the infallible Imams (a.s.) in this regard,
underlying its significance, generally and specifically. As for the

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general, there is a famous tradition that has come down in various
authentic books and is as follows: “One who purifies himself for
forty days for Allah, fountains of wisdom will flow from his heart
to his tongue.” Numerous quotes from Imams (a.s.) with similar
meanings have been related. Now, for some instances of the
special traditions. Allama Majlisi (a.r.) writes in Behaar al-
Anwaar, narrating from the Tafseer of al-Ayyaashi that Fazl Ibn
Abi Qurrah says, ‘I heard Imam-e-Sadeq (a.s.) say,

“Allah revealed to (Prophet) Ibraheem (a.s.) that soon a
child will be born to him. He passed on the good news to
his wife, Sarah, who exclaimed in disbelief, ‘What! Will |
give birth now when I am old?” On this, Allah again
revealed to Ibraheem (a.s.) that she will indeed give birth.
But, her progeny will be chastised for four hundred years
because she refuted My statement.’

Imam (a.s.) continues,

‘When the punishment continued incessantly on the Bani
Israel, they wailed and cried to Allah for forty days. Thus
Allah revealed to Moosa (a.s.) and Haroon (a.s.) to save
them from the clutches of the tyrant Firaon.
Consequently, the chastisement of one hundred and
seventy years was deducted from their decreed
punishment. The same applies for you too. If you do as the
Bani Israel did (i.e. supplicate unceasingly), then Allah
will bring our salvation near. But if you do not do as they
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did, then the affair will come to pass as destined. "

The author of Mikyaal al-Makaarim says that this tradition
indirectly exhorts the recitation of Dua-e-Ahd, taught by Imam-e-
Sadeq (a.s.) for forty mornings successively and that one should
not be negligent of it.

27) The Month of Muharram:

Whenever a believer see atrocities afflicted on the chosen Imams
(a.s.) by their enemies, his faith in them, his love for them and his
grief for them, exhort him to avenge their blood and the oppression
committed against them. This is not possible in these times at all
except by praying for the reappearance of Hazrat Mahdi (may
Allah hasten his reappearance), as is evident.

V1I1) Places Emphasised for Supplicating for
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.):*

As emphasis has been laid on the times of supplication for Hazrat
Mahdi (a.t.f.s.), similarly some places have also been underlined,
where additional importance has been laid on praying for his
reappearance. These are either in following in his (a.t.f.s.) footsteps
or due to some traditions that have come down in this regard or
some wisdom understood only by the people of understanding.
Anyhow, some of these places are as follows:

2 Narrated briefly from the book ‘Mikyaal al-Makaarem’. (translation ???)
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1) Masjid al-Haraam:

It is evident that Allah’s House is the place of acceptance of all
prayers. Thus, whoever is aware of its importance and greatness in
front of Allah, Blessed and High, and in the eyes of the Imams
(a.s.), prays for the reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) in
this house. Shaykh Saduqg (a.r.) relates in Kamaaluddin that
Muhammad Ibn Moosa Ibn Mutawakkil narrates from Abdullah
Ibn Ja’far al-Himyari (may Allah have mercy on him) who says, “I
asked Muhammad Ibn Usman al-Amri (the second deputy, may
Allah have mercy on him), ‘Did you see Saahebul Amr (a.t.f.s.)?’
He answered, “Yes. My last meeting with him (a.t.f.s.) in the
House of Allah while he was saying,

‘O Allah! Fulfil for what you have promised me.”””*

In another tradition from the same chain, Muhammad Ibn Usman
al-Amri (a.r.) says, ‘I saw him holding the curtain of Ka’bah at the
Mustajaar while he was saying,

‘O Allah! (Help me to) take my revenge from my
enemies.

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2) At Arafaat:

According to the supplication of Imam Sadeq (a.s.) for this place
on the day when the Hajis stay in Arafaat, Imam-e-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.) does come over here, and the same can also be found in
the supplication available in Zaad al-Ma’ad. We too have made a
mention of it over here in the supplications of Arafah. Those
desirous of reading it, can refer to it.

3) The Cellar (Sardaab):

The place from where Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) disappeared, in the
city of Saamarra, Irag. For the significance of invoking in this
place, one can refer to the various books of ziyaaraat.

4) Places Dedicated to Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.):

These are the blessed places which he has blessed by his visitation
like Masjid-e-Kufa, Masjid-e-Sahlah, Masjid-e-Sa’sa’a, Masjid-e-
Jamkaraan, etc. For, the sign of those who love is that when they
see those stops that have been visited by their beloved, they
remember his ethics, feel pained by his separation and pray for
him. Nay, they acquaint themselves with places where he had
stopped, and his halts, just as a sign of their love for him. Hence, it
is proper for a sincere believer, that when he enters the Blessed
Cellar or sees any of the aforementioned spots, he should
remember the attributes of his master. The attributes of beauty,
majesty and perfection. He should also think about his (a.t.f.s.)
enemies and deviated ones, as to why they detest him (a.t.f.s.). He

feels extremely pained when he sees all these things and prays
from the depth of his heart to the Almighty to hasten the
reappearance of his master and fulfil his desires by repelling the
enemies and helping his associates. This is in addition to the fact
that the aforementioned noble spots are the places of his worship
and prayers. Therefore, it is appropriate that the believer treads in
the footsteps of his master. Certainly, the supplication for his
reappearance and removal of his difficulties is indeed the best
worship and the most important invocation.

5) The Shrine of Imam Husain (a.s.):

When a believer realizes the atrocities faced by Imam Husain
(a.s.), the leader of the martyrs, and the calamities afflicted on him
(a.s.) and his family, he is filled with grief and sorrow. He is also
aware that it is Mahdi, the Promised One, who will avenge the
blood of Imam Husain (a.s.). Thus, his wisdom exhorts him and his
love for the Ahle Bait (a.s.) impels him to pray for the
reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.), the supplication of a
lover inclined to his beloved. The evidence of this lies in the
tradition of Abu Hamza Thumali in the 79th Chapter of Kaamil al-
Ziyaaraat, narrating from Imam-e-Sadeq (a.s.). While discussing
the places of these ziyaaraat, after praying for Imam Husain (a.s.),
Imam-e-Sadeq (a.s.) says,

“And you send blessings on all the Imams (a.s.) as you
send salutations on Husain (a.s.). Then say, ‘O Allah!
Complete Your words through them, fulfil Your promise
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through them... "
In another instance, he (a.s.) says,

“Then place your head on the grave of Imam Husain
(a.s.) and invoke,
g“'ub“'u"‘d"“‘}‘ V.@.U\ M\)MW‘ g‘.:m:;-\w/é;
i

‘O Allah, Lord of Husain, cure the heart of Husain (a.s.).
O Allah, Lord of Husain, seek the blood of Husain.

The reason is quite apparent since it is Imam Mahdi (a.t.f.s.) who
will avenge the blood of Imam Husain (a.s.) and cure his heart by
taking revenge from his enemies and murderers.

6) The Shrine of Imam Reza (a.s.):

In Kaamil al-Ziyaaraat, after salutations on each of the Imams
(a.s.), you say,

7) The Shrines of Imam Ali Nagi (a.s.) and Imam Hasan
al-Askari (a.s.) in Saamarra:

Praying for the reappearance of Imam Mahdi (a.t.f.s.) is the best
thing to take us closer to them (a.s.), to please them and to gain
proximity towards them. For details, one can refer to the chapter of
ziyaaraat of all the Imams (a.s.) in Kaamil al-Ziyaaraat. It can be
said that certainly this prayer (for the reappearance) is among the
most important duties of the creatures in every place which has
some particularity and respect. Allah, High is His Honour, says,

“..houses which Allah has permitted to be raised and
in which His Name is remembered.”?

Indeed, this supplication (for reappearance) is the best of
remembrances, the most beloved for the people of vision and the
most important for those who derive lessons. Hence, it is necessary
that it should be given priority during the nights as well as the
days.

Birth:

Hazrat Mahdi (a.t.f.s.) was born in the night of 15th Sha’baan, 255
A.H. at dawn. Notwithstanding the claims of the deniers who
refute his existence, Allah the Almighty, manifested him when the
Umayyide and Abbaside Caliphs were determined to kill him in
order to extinguish Allah’s light. But none of them succeeded in
challenging Allah the Lord of the servants in His Command. Is it
possible for them to change what Allah has ordained? Thus, on this
auspicious day, Imam Hasan al-Askari (a.s.) saw the birth of his
son, the awaited one, since ages and through him, divine promise
was fulfilled.

Imamat:

He was hidden from his enemies and none could see him except a
few trusted Shias till the year 260 A.H., when Imam Hasan al-
Askari (a.s.) was martyred and Imamat was transferred to him
(a.t.f.s.). Although he was hidden from the people, there were few
specially appointed representatives who could see him and acted as
agents between him and the Shias for the solution of their
problems. They were the medium him and his followers. These
special deputies (an,¥' &3) were four in number and their names
were as follows: a) Usman Ibn Saeed Amri b) Muhammad Ibn
Usman Ibn Saeed Amri ¢) Husain Ibn Rauh Nawbakhti and d) Ali

The Major Occultation:

The four special deputies acted as agents till the year 329 A.H., the
year that marked the commencement of the Major Occultation
(sS ). It was a period that had been prophesied by the past
Prophets (a.s.) and the infallible Imams (a.s.). Also, it marked the
beginning of a severe test for the Muslims, till the realisation of
divine promise through his reappearance.

In the year 329 A.H., the door of special deputyship was closed.
Whoever claims this esteemed position after this year, then surely
he is a liar and a cheat. In the traditions of the infallible Imams
(a.s.), the benefit drawn from an occult Imam is likened to the
advantage taken from a sun when it goes behind the clouds. The
sun continues to be a source of life and its continuity despite its
apparent concealment.

During this occultation, numerous people had the fortune to attend
to his presence and got the opportunity to visit him but none
claimed special representation. These were the ones who saw the
sun with the belief of their hearts.

There were some non.Shias too who had the good fortune of his
visitation. They were Sunnis and some of them were even sinners
and transgressors. But when they repented sincerely for Allah’s
sake, his love entered their hearts.

Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) also sent signed letters (<\x$4) to some
Shia scholars providing the solutions of problems and issuing
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edicts on new issues.

The Shias, during this period of the major occultation, are facing
the most severe test which is without precedence. In the traditions,
it has been likened to the time of Hazrat Nuh (a.s.) due to the
scarcity of his helpers and friends. O Allah! Hasten his
reappearance and make easy his emergence.

Conclusion:

Finally, we pray to the Almighty Allah to accept this humble
offering from our side. We know that our contribution is of hardly
any significance as far as efforts are concerned. Nevertheless, we
hope for His Mercy and seek His Forgiveness. Finally, we say,

“O Master! Surely harm has afflicted us and our
families. And we have come with only a handful of
provisions. But you give us full measure in return.
Surely, Allah rewards those who give charity.”

The ink has dried but the tears continue to flow as the pain of
separation from the beloved continues to pinch the heart. Yet, the
eternal medicine called hope, provides us some relief, and assures,
‘Be patient, he will come.” But the moot question is ‘When?’ As
the days and nights are passed in heartrending invocations and
supplications, eyes are gradually losing their sight, backs are
slowly developing a curve and bones are creaking, hairs are
turning silver and death seems a looming fact, the only shriek that

FIRST CHAPTER

DAILY SUPPLICATIONS
AND INVOCATIONS

1) Supplicating Every Morning and Evening:

Common sense and divine texts support this fact. A wise and
knowing person will never doubt the importance of best
preparation for this significant task. For, it entails fulfilment of
some of the rights that our master, Saaheb al-Asr wa al-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.) enjoys over us. And hence, the supplicant adorns his days
and nights with such beautiful deeds. Don’t you see how slaves
and servants present themselves before their masters and lords
every morning and evening, expressing their willingness to serve
and gratitude for the bounties? Then surely, we are more worthy of
this because we know that all that Allah, Mighty and Glorified be
He, has bestowed upon us of the abundant bounties and
innumerable obligations, it is only due to the holy blessings of our
master, Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). We shall prove this in its
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appropriate place with the necessary arguments.

So, it is essential that you present yourself with all your limbs and
total existence, every morn and eve, in his presence. You should
know that you are being watched and heard as he (a.t.f.s.) sees you
although you don’t see him (a.t.f.s.) as he make preparations for
the one whom he loves and cares for. As he (a.t.f.s.) wrote to
Shaykh Mufeed (a.r.),
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“Surely we are not negligent of your affairs nor are we
unmindful of your remembrance. Had it not been so,

calamities would have descended upon you and enemies
would have overpowered you.... "

It is narrated in Kafi, through a chain of narrators, from Furaat Ibn
al-Ahnaf, who narrates from Imam Sadeq (a.s.) that he (a.s.) said,

“You may leave anything but don’t forsake reciting the
following supplication every morning and evening:

Special accentuation
is for the ‘Prostration of Gratitude’ (Sajdah al-Shukr), where we
thank the Almighty Allah for all the bounties that He has conferred
on us due to the blessings of our master, Saaheb al-Zamaan
(at.f.s.).

And know that invoking for the master of the bounties and their
medium, is among the most important types of appreciation.
Eloquent witness for this claim is the supplication that has come
down for Sajda al-Shukr, narrated in the book Tohfah al-Abrar,
narrating from al-Mugneah of Shaykh Mufeed (a.r.) which is as
follows,

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12) A Brief Dua-e-Ahd (The Invocation of Covenant)

A condensed Dua-e-Ahd has been narrated from Ameerul
Momineen Ali Ibn Abi Talib (a.s.), who used to send salutations on
our master, Saaheb al-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) with this salutation after
every Dawn prayers,

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13) Invocations after Namaz-e-Shab

The evidence is its underlined presence in the supplications from
the infallible Imams (a.s.). These have been mentioned by the
scholars (a.r.) in a number of authentic and reliable books. After
reciting the first two units of the Namaz-e-Shab, one should recite,

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The author of ‘Mikyaal al-Makaarim’ writes, “I found an extension
of the above supplication in the book Jamaal al-Saaleheen which
was as follows:
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14) Invocation in the Thanksgiving Prostration

This is to be recited in after the fourth unit of the night prayers.
Our Ulama have mentioned in the book, Aadaabo Saalaat al-Lail,
‘Among its manners is that after the fourth unit, in the
thanksgiving prostration, recite a hundred times,

FOURTH CHAPTER

SUPPLICATIONS FOR THE
EVE AND DAY OF FRIDAY

1) The Day of Thursday

The author of Mikyaal al-Makaarim says, “The importance of
praying for the reappearance of our master, Imam-e-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.) can be seen from what the renowned Sayyed (Ibn Tawoos)
has written in Jamaal al-Usboo’. He writes, ‘From the duties of
Thursday, it is recommended to send blessings on the Holy
Prophet (s.a.w.a.) a hundred times, and it is recommended that he
should say,
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In another narration, recite 100 times, it has many benefits:???
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Further endorsement of what we have said also lies in the
traditions which state that it is the day when our deeds are
presented before the Messenger of Allah (s.aw.a.) and the
infallible, holy Imams (a.s.). According to some other traditions,
on this day, Imam (a.s.) calls for his Shias and followers.

Hence, it is appropriate for a believer that he suffices for his
master, helps him in his invocation treading on his path, and in
conformity with his Imam’s deeds.

The traditions concerning presentation of deeds are in abundance,
mentioned in Usul al-Kafi, Basaaer al-Darajaat, Tafseer al-
Burhaan.*

2) The Eve of Friday

Great emphasis and stress has been laid on praying for the last
Imam, al-Hujjat, al-Muntazar (a.t.f.s.) on the following accounts:

a)  The significance of the day of Friday for a number of reasons
which we shall indicate, Inshallah. Thus, it is appropriate
that we should invoke for our Imam (a.s.) on its eve.

b) It is the eve of the presentation of deeds, according to the
author of Lataaef al-Maaref.

c) It has come in some of the authentic Shiite books that among
the deeds of the eve of Friday is that you recite a hundred

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times,
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The renowned Shaykh Abu Ja’far al-Tusi (a.r.) writes in
Mukhtasar al-Misbaah while mentioning the rituals for the eve of
Friday, “Send salutations on the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) in the
following manner,
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A hundred times or as many times as possible.*

d)  The author of al-Najm al-Saqib? has listed the recitation of
Dua-e-Nudbah among the recommended acts of the eve of
Friday, as much as it is preferred on the day of Friday.

e)  Numerous traditions have exhorted invocations for the eve of
Friday, in addition to the fact that it is recommended that a
believer should give preference to praying for his master
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) over his own self.

f) It has been suggested to pray for all the believers, men and
women, in this night, then he (a.t.f.s.) of course is more
worthy than any other believer to be prayed for.

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3) The Day of Friday

Generally, it is highly recommended to pray for Imam al-Mahdi
(a.t.f.s.) through out the day of Friday. Early morning prayers,
noon, while going to the mosque, after Asr prayers, in the qunoot
of Zohr prayers, in the qunoot of Namaz-e-Jumuah, in the wee
hours of Friday, etc. all have been narrated on the authority of our
infallible, guided Imams (a.s.) as the times of invocations for our
master Saahebuz Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

1) Invocations after Dawn Prayers:

In Behaar al-Anwaar a lengthy supplication is narrated and we
have mentioned it in the book Abwaab al-Jannaat fi Aadaab al-
Jumuaat. It is a noble supplication, which has been ordered to be
recited continuously and is as follows:
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At its end, say,
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A hundred times if you can. We have stated earlier in the light of
traditions that his reappearance is the reappearance of all the
friends of Allah. For, by it the aims of all of them will be achieved
and their goal achieved. It is also recommended for Friday, (like
after the Dawn and Noon prayers everyday), one should say,

2) Invocations at Noon:

Its evidence lies in the invocation mentioned in Mikyaal al-
Makaarim in the 23rd chapter, and it’s a noble tradition,
comprising of traditions from the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) and the
infallible Imams (a.s.), the best salutations and greetings for the
early reappearance of our master Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).!

3) Supplications while going Towards the Mosque:

It has come as a recommendation while going to the mosque for
the prayers of the two Eids and comprises of the invocation for
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). Inshallah, we shall mention it under the
chapter, “Supplications for special times.”

4) Supplications after Asr Prayers:

In Jamaal al-Usboo’ it has been narrated by Abdullah Ibn Sinan
from Imam Sadeq (a.s.) who said,

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“On the day of judgement, Allah the Almighty shall raise
the days, and Friday shall be raised as leader of all of
them like a bride, possessing all the perfection and
beauty, presented to the owner of religion and wealth. It
shall stop at the door of paradise, with other days behind
it, and will intercede for all those who sent more blessings
on Hazrat Muhammad (s.a.w.a.) and his holy progeny
(as.)init.”

Ibn Sinan says, ‘I said, How much is considered as more in it? And
in which times of Friday is it best to send blessings and
salutations?’ Imam (a.s.) said,

‘Hundred times. And the best time is after Asr.’

He asked, ‘And how should | say it?” Imam (a.s.) replied, ‘Say
hundred times,’

Further evidence for its significance is the saying of the majestic
Sayyed, Ali Ibn Tawoos (r.a.) in Jamaal al-Usboo’ when he
mentions the supplication from the respectable Shaikh, Usman lbn
Saeed (a.r.). We too shall make a mention of it, Inshallah.

5) Supplications in the Qunoot of Zohr and Jumuah
Prayers:

Its importance has been discussed in the chapter of qunoot.

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6) Supplications during the Sermon of Friday
Prayers:

Its emphasis has been underlined in the tradition of Muhammad
Ibn Muslim, from Imam Muhammad Bager (a.s.), as narrated in
Al-Kafi and Al-Wafi. Then refer to it and ponder over it.!

7) Supplications during the Final Hours of Friday:

Its importance can be gauged from what has been narrated after
Dua-e-Samaat. It is the time when one can expect the invocations
to be accepted. In the book Jamaal al-Saaleheen, the following
supplication has been narrated,

In some other reliable books, another supplication has been
mentioned that has to be recited after Dua-e-Samaat and it is as
follows:
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1 Al-Kafi, vol. 3, p. 422, The Chapter of Preparation of Imam for Friday prayers

and its sermon, H. 6.
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Note:

The author of Mikyaal al-Makaarim writes, “Know that the day of
Friday enjoys a special particularity and relationship with our
master Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) from various aspects. Hence it is
essential that we should make the necessary preparations in it for
him (a.t.f.s.). We have discussed about it in the book Abwaab al-
Jannaat Fi Aadaab al-Jumuaat but we shall hint about these over
here as a reminder for those who possess intellect.

a) It’s the day of his birth

b)  Imamate was transferred to him
c)  The day of his reappearance

d)  His domination over his enemies

e) It the day when he shall take the oath and covenant for
himself from his infallible ancestors (a.s.)

f)  Allah the Almighty has particularized him with the title of
Al-Qaem for this day

g) It (Friday) is one of his titles.

We have mentioned even more reasons. Those who are interested
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can refer to the aforementioned book.

8) Dua-e-Nudbah:

It is among the honorable supplications in this context, narrated by
Allamah Majlisi from the book of Shaykh Muhammad Ibn Hasan
al-Bazoofari (a.r.), who has also narrated it in Zaad al-Ma’ad on
the authority of Imam Sadeq (a.s.) and Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)
himself. It is recommended and rewarding to recite this
supplication on the four Eids viz. Jumuah, Fitr, Azhaa, and
Ghadeer. It has also been related by Mohaddis Noori (a.r.) in
Taheeyah al-Zaaer from Misbaah al-Zaaer of Sayed Ibn Tawoos. It
has also been narrated by Muhammad Ibn al-Mashhadi in al-
Mazaar from Muhammad lIbn Ali Ibn Abi Qurrah, quoting from
the book of Shaykh Bazoofari (a.r.). It is also said that this
supplication is from Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) himself directly. In
this supplication, after praising, glorifying and extolling the Lord
of the worlds, and salutations and blessings on the Holy Prophet
(s.a.w.a.), the virtues of his pure Ahle Bait (a.s.) have been
mentioned, followed by the injustices and tortures heaped on his
successor and the door of his knowledge, by his nation. The pains
and difficulties faced by his beloved daughter, Fatema Zahra (s.a.)
and the afflictions encountered by the Imams (a.s.) one after the
other, because of the barbaric oppression of his people, are also
discussed. A major portion of the supplication is revolving around
Hazrat Bagiyatullah al-Azam (a.t.f.s.), his status, his prolonged
occultation, and the salutation of Allah upon those who wait for his
reappearance and his helpers.
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Here, it is worth mentioning that this supplication is reliable and
authentic from the aspect of its chain of narrators, and its contents
are enough evidence to endorse its authenticity and reliability.
Surely the Shias rely on it to be in conformity with their beliefs.
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9) Supplication for Repelling Calamities from Imam-
e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.):

Among the invocations narrated for the protection and safety for
our master Imam al-Mahdi (a.t.f.s.), is the one related by the
renowned Sayed, Ali Ibn Tawoos (a.r.) in Jamaal al-Usboo’.* He
writes, “This invocation for Imam-e-Asr (a.s.) has been narrated by
Imam Reza (a.s.). A group of companions whom | have referred to
in a number of instances in this book have narrated to me from my
ancestor Abu Ja’far al-Tusi (a.r.) who says, ‘lbn Abi Jayyed has
informed me from Muhammad Ibn Hasan Ibn Saeed Ibn Abdullah,
and al-Himyari, and Ali Ibn Ibrahim, and Muhammad Ibn Hasan
al-Saffaar, all of them, from Ibrahim Ibn Hashim, from Ismaeel Ibn
Madaar and Saleh Ibn al-Sanadi, from Yunus Ibn Abd al-Rehman.
My ancestor Abu Ja’far al-Tusi (a.r.) has also narrated it from a
number of other chains but I shall not mention them over here for
the sake of brevity. Yunus Ibn Abd al-Rehman says that Imam
Reza (a.s.) exhorted us to recite this supplication for Imam al-
Mahdi (a.t.f.s.). Shaykh Taqi al-Din Ibrahim al-Kaf’ami has also
narrated it in his famous work, al-Misbaah among the acts of
Friday, relating from Yunus Ibn Abd al-Rehman, on the authority
of Imam Reza (a.s.). In this supplication, we seek the safety of
Imam (a.s.) and dispelling all calamities from him. We also seek
guidance and steadfastness in belief from Allah, Mighty and
Glorified be He, for ourselves during the period of his prolonged
occultation, his early reappearance and the establishment of justice
and equity with his reappearance.

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(10) Supplication for Warding Off Calamity from
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) through Another Tradition

Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (r.a.) has narrated this supplication through
another tradition. He writes, ‘I have found this supplication in
another tradition narrated by the noble Abu al-Hasan Zaid lbn
Ja’far al-Alawi al-Muhammadi who has narrated through his chain
reaching unto Yunus Ibn Abd al-Rahman, who in turn, has narrated
on the authority of Imam Abu al-Hasan Ali Ibn Moosa al-Reza
(a.s.). This supplication reads as follows:
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(11) Supplication of Recognition

This is from the supplications recorded by Sayyed Ibn Taawoos
(a.r.) in ‘Mohijj al-Dawaat’ in a tradition regarding the occultation
of Hazrat Mahdi (a.t.f.s.). Narrator asked, ‘And what should your
Shias do (during occultation)?’

Imam (a.s.) replied,

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‘It is necessary for you to pray and wait for the
reappearance.’

The tradition continues till the narrator asked, ‘Then how should
we pray?’

Imam (a.s.) replied,

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(12) Supplication of Recognition through Another
Tradition

Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (r.a.), in his ‘Jamaal al-Usboo’ has mentioned
Friday, after the Asr prayers, as the time for supplication of
recognition and exhorted for it.

It is appropriate that you recite this supplication even when you are
unable to perform other recommended acts of Friday. Thus, never
neglect this supplication because we have learnt this due to the
special grace of Allah; Mighty be His Majesty, upon us. We rely
on Him.

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(The author of ‘Mikyaal al-Makaarem’ writes, ‘The above
statement establishes the fact that this supplication has emanated
from our master Saheb al-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). It is not improbable
considering the elevated status that Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (r.a.)
enjoyed near him (a.t.f.s.).)

Shaykh Sadooqg (a.r.) in ‘Kamaal al-Deen wa Tamaam al-Ne’mah’
narrates from Abu Muhammad al-Hasan Ibn Ahmad al-Maktab,
who says that Abu Ali Muhammad Ibn Hammaam (r.a.) has
narrated to me this supplication on the authority of Shaykh Amri
(r.a.), who dictated it to him and ordered him to recite it. This
supplication is to be recited during the occultation of the Qaem
(a.t.f.s.). Sayyed Ali Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) has also mentioned it in
‘Jamaal al-Usboo’ through his chain, on the authority of Shaykh
Tusi (a.r.), who in turn narrates from a group, from Abu
Muhammad Haroon Ibn Moosa al-Tal’akbari, who records, ‘Abu
Ali Muhammad Ibn Hammaam has narrated this supplication for
me and he received it from Shaykh Abu Amr al-Amri (r.a.), the
first special deputy of Saheb al-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). Abu Amr dictated
it to him and ordered him to recite it.” This supplication is to be
recited during the occultation of the Qaem of Aal-e-Muhammad
(at.fs.).

In this supplication, we seek from Allah, the High, that He
introduces unto us Himself, His Messenger and His proofs, the
guided Imams (a.s.). For, if we do not recognize them, we will be
deviated in this world as well as the Hereafter and die the death of
ignorance. Moreover, it is not possible for us to recognize Allah,
the High, and His proofs (a.s.) except through Him and through
His eloquent proofs. There is no other way. Benefiting from their
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sayings through the recognition of their numerous traditions and
supplications is the sole approach to true knowledge. In this
invocation, we seek the reappearance of our master Saheb al-
Zamaan (a.t.f.s.), the grace to tread on his path and that he makes
us from his helpers and assistance.

The supplication is as follows:
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(13) Prayer of Ja’far al-Tayyaar (Prayer of
Glorification) (reed) $3L2)
This prayer was taught by the Messenger of Allah (s.a.w.a.) to
Ja’far Ibn Abi Taalib al-Tayyaar as a gift. There is a supplication
for the reappearance of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) after the prayers
of Ja’far al-Tayyaar and this supplication is particular to this
prayer.
Imam Sadeq (a.s.) states,
‘This prayer consists of four units (rak’at) (in sets of two
units each) with two Tashhahud and two Salaams.

Whenever a person desires to perform this prayer, he
should be attentive, recite Surah al-Hamd and Surah

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Zilzaal in the first unit, Surah al-Hamd and Surah

Tawheed in the fourth unit. In every unit, after the
recitation of the two surahs, before bending for Ruku he
must say five times,

He must repeat the same in his Ruku 10 times. When he gets up
from Ruku, again he must repeat the same 10 times. When he goes
into prostration (Sajdah), he must recite it 10 times, between the
two prostrations 10 times, in the second prostration 10 times, after
the second prostration before getting up for the next unit 10 times.
He must repeat this in all the four units, which sums up to 300
times and a total of 1200 glorifications.

Finally, after the last unit of the prayer of Ja’far lbn Abi Taalib
(a.s.), Imam Sadeq (a.s.) used to recite the following:
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The supplication after the prayers of Ja’far (a.s.) is known as the
Prayers of Glorification (Salaah al-Tasbeeh). Hasan Ibn Qasim al-
Abbasi recounts, ‘I met Abu al-Hasan Moosa Ibn Ja’far (a.s.) in
Baghdad while he was praying the prayer of Ja’far at noon on

Friday. I did not pray behind him. When he finished his prayers, he
raised his hands towards the sky and invoked:

This supplication comprises of vital concepts vis.a.vis the
introduction of the divine proofs (a.s.) and the description of these
holy lights through the holy tongue of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

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(3) Supplication Of Two (Imams) Born (in this

month) (245 (a.s.)

Shaykh Toosi (a.r.) records that this supplication has been received
by Abu al-Qasim Husain Ibn Rawh al-Nawbakhti (r.a.) directly
from Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). It is to be recited in the month of
Rajab.

In this supplication, we swear upon Allah, Mighty and Glorified be
He, for the sake of the two blessed births that took place in this
month, viz. Imam al-Jawaad and Imam al-Haadi (a.s.). We also
seek forgiveness and pardon from Him and that He metes out unto
us a favourable end.

The same has been narrated by Sayyed Ibn Taawoos in ‘Igbaal al-
A’maal’ on the authority of Husain Ibn Rawh (r.a.).

This supplication has been narrated by Shaykh Tusi (a.r.) and
Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) and it enjoys the status of the Ziarat of
Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

Shaykh Abbas Qummi (a.r.) says in Mafaateeh al-Jenaan, ‘The day
of 15th Sha’baan is an Eid due to the birth of the twelfth Imam, our
master al-Mahdi, Hujjat Ibn al-Hasan (a.t.f.s.). It is recommended
to recite his ziyarat at all times and places and pray for his early
reappearance after reciting the ziyarat. Moreover, it is emphasized
to recite his ziyarat in the Cellar (Sirdaab) at Saamarrah (in Iraq).
His reappearance and his rule are certain realities and that he will
fill the earth with justice and equity as it would be fraught with
injustice and oppression.

OF RAMAZAN

(7) The Supplication of Iftetaah

Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) through his chain of narrators, reports
on the authority of Muhammad Ibn Muhammad Ibn Nasr al-
Sukooni, who recounts, “l asked Abu Bakr Ahmad Ibn
Muhammad Ibn Usmaan al-Baghdadi (a.r.) to provide me with the
supplications of the month of Ramazan, which was prayed by his
uncle Abu Jafar Muhammed Ibn Usmaan Ibn Saeed al-Amri (r.a.)
(the second special deputy of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)). He
brought out a notebook with a red cover, from which | copied a
number of supplications. From these, was the Supplication of
Iftetaah. In this notebook, I found that this supplication should be
recited in all the nights of the month of Ramazan. For surely, the
supplications recited in this month are heard by the angels, who
seek forgiveness for their recitor.

In the second set, recite Surah
Hamd and Surah Ahzaab in the first unit and Surah Hamd and
Surah Munafeqoon.

Then recite the salutation while turning your face towards the
grave of Hazrat Abu Abdillah, Imam Husain (a.s.), visualize his
(a.s.) martyrdom, make your mind and body completely free (from
worldly matters), gather your wisdom and curse his (a.s.) killer a
thousand times. For each curse, one thousand good deeds will be
written in your favour, one thousand of your sins will be erased
and one thousand degrees will be raised for you in Paradise. Then
you move seven times forward and backward on the place where
you have performed your prayers, and in each movement repeat:

During all these, remain in a state of grief, sorrow, melancholy
and anguish.

After performing all these acts, stand in your place in which you
have performed your prayers and say seven times:
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Then say:
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Then you raise your hands in Qunoot, after the supplication, and
say in your Qunoot:

Then rub your cheeks on the earth and say:
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And raise your head towards the sky, for surely this is better than
one Hajj and one Umrah.

FIRST - SALUTATIONS THAT COMPRISE
OF SEEKING HELP FROM EACH ONE OF
THE INFALLIBLE IMAMS (A.S.)

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Anwaar' and after completing its narration he writes, ‘I have
recorded it in the book of ‘Qabs al-Misbaah’ with change in the
chain of narrators and the text.

(a.r.) from Husain Ibn Obaidullah from Muhammad lbn Ahmad
Ibn Dawood from Haroon Ibn Moosa al-Tal’akbari for Ahmad Ibn
Ali al-Raazi, who narrates it in his book ‘331 ¢ ¢’ who
narrates from Muhammad Ibn Ja’far al-Asadi, from Husain lbn
Muhammad Ibn Aamir al-Asha’ri, from Yaqoob Ibn Yusuf al-
Zarraab al-Ghassaani, on his return from Isfahaan.

Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) writes, ‘This salutations are narrated
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from our master Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). If you cannot perform
the other recommended acts subsequent to the afternoon of Friday
for any legal excuse, do not forsake this one at any cost because of
the reason, which Allah — majestic is His Majesty — has made
known unto us.

EIGHT CHAPTER

ZIYAARAAT FOR AL-IMAM
AL-HAJIAH AL-MUNTAZAR
(A.T.FS.) AND ZIYAARAAT
NARRATED FROM HIM
(AT.FS)

In the beginning of this chapter, we shall mention the etiquette of
the visitation of the Holy Graves.

In the forthcoming chapters, we shall mention the Ziyaaraat recited
by Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) for his infallible ancestors (a.s.) and
which have been mentioned in reliable books. Similarly, we shall
reproduce the Ziyaaraat pertaining to Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)
narrated by him (a.t.f.s.) and his infallible ancestors (a.s.).
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FIRST SUB-CHAPTER

ETIQUITTES OF VISITATION

The seal of the traditionalists, Shaykh Abbas Qummi (a.r.) writes
in Mafaateeh al-Jenaan:

The manners of visitation are numerous. For the sake of brevity,
we shall mention hereunder just a few of them:

1. Performing the ritual bath before commencing the journey of
visitation.

2. Avoiding vain talks, fights, arguments and disputes during
the journey.

3. To perform the ritual bath specifically for the visitation of
the Imams (a.s.) and to recite the supplications advised by
them (a.s.).

4.  Always remaining in a state of purity.
5. Wear clean and pure clothes, preferably white.

6.  While moving towards the holy shrines, take small and light
steps with utmost calm, dignity and humility. Lower your
head; do not raise it very high and don’t keep looking at your
sides.

7. Perfume yourself with a good fragrance except while visiting
the grave of Imam Husain (a.s.).

8.  While walking towards the holy shrines, keep uttering Allah-
0-Akbar, Subhaanallah, La Ilaaha illallah and al-
Hamdolillah. Perfume your mouth by sending salutations on
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10.

Muhammad (s.a.w.a.) and Aal-e-Muhammad (a.s.).

Stand at the door of the holy shrine, seek permission to enter,
and strive to acquire a state of humility and meekness,
thinking about the greatness and majesty of the personality
of the shrine. Also, believe that he (a.s.) is looking at you,
listening to your speech and replying to your salutation. You
can observe all these while you are reciting the supplication
seeking permission to enter. Ponder upon their grace and
their love for their Shias and their visitors. Think about your
own miserable state and your disobedience towards them
(a.s.) by refusing to acquire their unsurpassable knowledge
and troubling them (a.s.) and their followers, which is
tantamount to disturbing them (a.s.). If you ponder deeply, it
will be difficult for you to take your steps ahead, your heart
will feel a sense of humility and your eyes will cry. These, in
short, are all the manners of visitation.

Kiss the holy shrines. Shaykh Shaheed (r.a.) says, ‘It is
highly recommended that when the visitor reaches to this
holy land, he prostrates with the intention of expressing his
gratitude to Allah, the High.’

While entering, put your right foot first and while coming
out, place your left foot first, just as one does while entering
or exiting from the mosques.

Stand so near the holy grave that it is possible for you to
stick to it. Know that being far from the holy grave is
considered to be bad manners because divine texts have

clearly recommended leaning on it and Kkissing it.

Face the holy grave while reciting the ziyaarat, with your
back towards the giblah. This manner is apparently particular
to the ziyaarat of the infallible Imams (a.s.). When you are
through with reciting your ziyaarat, place your right cheek
on the holy grave and implore Allah with utmost humility.
Thereafter, put your left cheek and invoke Allah as is the
right of the owner of the grave that He makes you from those
who receive his (a.s.) intercession. Try to supplicate and
plead as much as you can. Then, go near the head of the
grave, face the giblah and supplicate to Allah, the High.

Recite the ziyaarat standing except when you have a valid
excuse like weakness, back pain, leg ache, etc.

The moment you sight the holy grave, proclaim the
greatness of Allah (i.e. say °‘Allaho Akbar’) before
commencing the recitation of ziyaarat. For, tradition
says that whoever proclaims the greatness of Allah
before an Imam (a.s.) and declares that ‘there is no god
except Allah, the One, there is no partner to Him’, the
greatest satisfaction of Allah (S & O142y) will be
recorded in his account.

Recite only those ziyaaraat that are narrated by the infallible
Imams (a.s.) and refrain from those that are conjured by
some ignorant and foolish people from the ordinary folks and
to which the uninformed resort. Shaykh Kulaini (r.a.)
narrates that Abdur Raheem al-Qaseer says, ‘I went to Imam

Sadeq (a.s.) and said that | have fabricated a supplication on
my own.” Imam (a.s.) retorted, ‘Leave your fabrications.
Whenever you want a need to be fulfilled, then seek refuge in
the Messenger of Allah (s.a.w.a.), perform two units of
prayers and gift them to him (s.a.w.a.)...

Perform the prayers of ziyaarat, which is a minimum of two
units. Shaykh Shaheed (r.a.) recommends, ‘If you visit the
Prophet (s.a.w.a.), perform the prayers in the holy mosque.
But when you visit anyone of the Imams (a.s.), then pray
near the head of the grave. It is also permissible to pray in
the mosque of the shrine.” Allamah Majlisi (r.a.) writes,
‘Based on what | have seen, it is extremely meritorious to
perform the prayers of ziyaarat behind the grave or near the
head.’

Recite Surah Yaasin in the first unit and Surah Rahmaan in
the second, if the prayers of ziyaarat, which he is performing,
are not in exact accordance with the traditions. After
finishing these prayers, supplicate to Allah as much as
possible for matters related to this world as well as the
hereafter. Inshallah, soon your prayers will be accepted.

Shaykh Shaheed (r.a.) prescribes, ‘Whoever enters the holy
mosque while the imam is leading the prayers, he must join
the prayers before the ziyaarat. The same applies when the
time of obligatory prayers begins. Otherwise, he can first
recite the ziyaarat because that is the purpose of his visit. If
congregational prayers are established, it is recommended
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for the visitors to terminate their ziyaarat and join the prayers
because leaving the prayers at that moment is abominable
and this is what the owner of the shrine (a.s.) had ordered.’

20. According to Shaykh Shaheed (r.a.), from the etiquette of
ziyaarat is recitation of a part of Quran near the holy grave
and to gift it to the owner of the shrine (a.s.).

21. Keep away from vanities, improper conversation and talks
regarding worldly affairs because these are disliked and
condemned in the normal course of life, act as an obstacle in
the conferment of sustenance and lead to the hardening of
the heart specially in these holy lands and beneath this lofty
tomb, in particular, the majesty and greatness of which has
been described by Allah, the Almighty Himself in Holy
Quran,

22. Do not raise your voice very loudly while reciting the
ziyaarat as has been cautioned in the book ‘Hadiyyah al-
Zaaer’.

23.  When you intend to leave the city, bid farewell to the Imam
(a.s.) in the words of the infallible Imams (a.s.) or in your
own words.

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24. Turn to Allah, seek forgiveness from Him and pray that He
makes your actions and your words after the visitation better
than before.

25. The custodians of the holy shrine must be generous in
spending on the visitors. They should be from the goodly,
righteous, religious and honourable people. They should be
forbearing towards the visitors and not express their anger on
them and inflict their wrath upon them. In fact, they must try
to fulfill the wants of the needy and guide the strangers when
they lose their way. Briefly, it is appropriate for the
custodians and servants of the shrine that they be true
servants in every sense of the word i.e. they must strive to
keep the shrine clean, preserve it, protect the visitors and
other such services.

26. It is recommended for the neighbors of the shrine to spend
generously on the poor and the destitute and be kind to them,
specially the saadaat’ and the religious scholars who are
staying in a strange land in straitened circumstances but raise
the standard of reverence for Allah’s signs. For sure, there
are a number of reasons found in them that make them
deserving but the presence of any one of them makes it
obligatory to help them and observe their rights.

27. Shaykh Shaheed (r.a.) says, ‘From the etiquette of ziyaarat is
that after you have achieved your purpose, in respect of the
shrine, come out of it at the earliest and renew your zest for

! Those from the progeny of the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.)
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the same. The ladies should seat separately and not mingle
with the gents. It is preferable that they visit the shrine in the
nights and in costume i.e. change their good and beautiful
dresses for thick and coarse clothes that they may not be
recognized. Although it is permissible for them to visit the
shrine with men but it is abominable.” | say, ‘From the
above, it is known how repugnant and offensive is the
practice of the ladies of our times, particularly when they
come out for ziyaarat. They wear the best of clothes, thereby
putting at discomfort the men in the holy shrine. They
physically push and shove the men near the holy shrine or sit
in the place of prayers for men to recite their ziyaarat,
distracting them and preventing them from sincere worship
in this holy land. Whereas, it is required from the men to
pray with utmost humility and cry before the Almighty in
their worship, tasks that become difficult with women
hovering around. Thus, they (women) become from those
who are obstacles in the way of Allah and consequently,
these acts become denial of religion instead of being
enumerated amongst the acts of worship. They become the
cause of Allah’s punishment instead of being the reason to
gain proximity to Him. Imam Sadeq (a.s.) narrates from his
ancestor Ameerul Momineen (a.s.), ‘O people of Irag! | have
heard that your women brush shoulders with men on roads.
Don’t you have any shame? Surely, Allah curses the one who
does not have any shame.’ In another tradition narrated by
Asbagh Ibn Nubaatah, Ameerul Momineen (a.s.) says, ‘In
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the last era and near the day of judgement, which will be the
worst of eras, women will appear without veils, naked and
devoid of religion. They will create mischief, tend towards
lust, hasten to carnal pleasures, convert the prohibited acts
into permissible ones and shall reside in hell forever.’

28. To avoid trouble for the other visitors, don’t stay near the
holy grave for a long time. Make your ziyaarat and
supplication short and move away so that others also get the
opportunity to go near the holy grave and achieve success
like you.

SECOND SUB-CHAPTER

ZIYAARAAT FOR THE AHLE BAIT (A.S.)
NARRATED ON THE AUTHORITY OF IMAM-E-
ZAMAAN (A.T.F.S.)

1. Special Ziyaarat for the month of Rajab from Imam-
e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)

Sayed Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) has recorded this ziyaarat in Jamaal al-
Usboo’ through the narration of the one who witnessed Imam-e-
Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) reciting this ziyaarat while being awake and not in
sleep, for his ancestor Ameerul Momineen (a.s.) on Sunday.
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3. Ziyaarat al-Naahiyah on the Day of Aashoora.

This ziyaarat has been narrated in ‘al-Mazaar al-Kabeer’, p. 165 on
the holy authority of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). Allamah Majlisi
(r.a.) has recorded it in ‘Behaar al-Anwaar’ vol. 101, p. 317 from
‘Mazaar’ of Shaykh Mufeed (a.r.). Kashaani in ‘al-Saheefah al-
Mahdiyyah’ has reproduced the same.
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Then face the Qiblah and perform two units prayers. In the first
unit, recite Surah al-Ambiyaa and in the second unit, Surah al-
Hashr. Thereafter, read the following supplication in the Qunoot:
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Now, bow down for Ruku’, prostrate (sajdah), sit up for
Tashhahud and complete your prayers by reciting the salaam.
Then, glorifying Allah, rub your cheeks in the dust and say 40
times:

Stand near the head (of the grave), pray two units of prayers as
mentioned above, throw yourself on the grave, Kiss it and say:

Prepare yourself for the ziyaarat, take the ceremonial bath (ghusl),
wear clean clothes, walk bare-footed on the surface, preferably on
a vast open land, face the Qiblah and say:

Sayed Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) writes in ‘Igbaal al-A’maal:* We have
narrated, through our chains which culminate to my ancestor Abu
Ja’far Muhammad Ibn Hasan al-Toosi (r.a.), who narrates, ‘Shaykh
Abu Abdillah, Muhammad Ibn Ahmad Ibn Ayyaash says that
Shaykh al-Saaleh Abu Mansoor Ibn Abd al-Mun’em Ibn al-
No’maan al-Baghdadi (r.a.) records that in the year 252 A.H.,
when my father died while | was very young, | wrote to Shaykh
Muhmmad Ibn Ghaalib al-Isfahaani seeking permission for visiting
my master Imam Husain (a.s.) and the martyrs of Karbala (r.a.). He
replied to me, ‘In the Name of Allah, the Beneficent, the Merciful.
When you intend to visit the martyrs (r.a.), stand near the feet of
(the grave of) Imam Husain (a.s.), near the grave of Ali Ibn Husain
(a.s.). Face the Qiblah because there are the corpses of the martyrs.

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THIRD SUB-CHAPTER

SECTION OF THE SPECIAL ZIYAARAAT BY
THE MASTER OF OUR TIME, AL-HUJJAH IBN
HASAN AL-ASKARI (A.T.F.S))

In this section we shall narrate the ziyaaraat transmitted on the
authorities of Ahle Bait (a.s.) and Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

Each one of these ziyaaraat, comprises of important concepts
concerning the recognition of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.).

We expect from those who await the holy reappearance of our
master in every time and in every place that they recite these
ziyaaraat with immense deliberation that they may feel proximate
and close to their master (a.t.f.s.).

We commence this sub-chapter with a quote from the chief of the
traditionalists, al-Haaj Shaykh Abbas al-Qummi (r.a.) in ‘Hadiyyah
al-Zaaer’ for the cellar (<1s,).

‘To conclude, | deemed it proper to mention here two important
benefits in this chapter.

(1) This cellar is known as the cellar of occultation as is common
in local parlance as also found in the books of ziyaaraat by some of
the scholars. For, in books specific to Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) and
in the chapters related to his conditions, it is mentioned
unanimously that he (a.t.f.s.) went into occultation, alive, from this
very place.

Whatever some of the Sunni scholars have attributed to the Shias
concerning this occultation are sheer lies and fabrication, nothing
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else. They charge that in the Shiite creed, Imam (a.t.f.s.) went into
this cellar while his mother Narjis was waiting for him. But he did
not turn up and went to occultation. He is alive till date but none
has seen him till he emerges to fill the earth with justice.

Our teacher, Allamah Mirza Husain Noori (r.a.) has replied to this
accusation a few years ago in his book ‘Kashf al-Astaar’ while
refuting the allegations of al-Aaloosi al-Baghdadi. He has proved
beyond doubt that whatever the Sunnis allege are nothing but
baseless accusations with no reference or record in our books.
Whoever desires to know the details must refer to the
aforementioned book.

In the chapter of his (a.t.f.s.) miracles, amongst the various
incidents, he has mentioned the story of the Abbaside Emperor al-
Mo’tazid, narrating from various chains. The gist of the incident is
as follows:

After the martyrdom of Imam Hasan al-Askari (a.s.), Mo’tazid
dispatched a few horsemen to Saamarra with instructions to raid
his (a.s.) house and to arrest everybody in it. They raided the house
during the night, barging into it, but could not find anybody. They
heard from the cellar the voice of recitation of the Holy Quran and
moved in its direction. On entering, they saw that it was like an
ocean, full of water and in the midst of it was a laid out mat
floating. On the floating mat was a man performing prayers. One
of the soldiers stepped ahead to catch hold of him but drowned in
the water. He was about to die when his friends saved him.
Another soldier also attempted to do the same but met with the
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same fate. All of them were stunned and stupefied. They sought
forgiveness and pardon from him (a.t.f.s.) and repented for their
misdeed. But he (a.t.f.s.) did not turn towards them and they
returned disappointed. They reached to Mo’tazid during the night
and informed him of what they witnessed. He took an oath from
them that they will not reveal this incident to anybody. Allah
knows best the reason for this.

(2) Characteristics of the cellar and its origin:

Originally, there was a pool in the cellar from which Imam Hasan
al-Askari (a.s.) used to perform wuzu. After his (a.s.) martyrdom,
(during the minor occulation) the Shias began to write messages
for the replies required by them in their worldly and religious
difficulties and used to pass it on to Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) by
flinging this message in the pool. He (a.t.f.s.) used to respond to
these messages in whichever manner he (a.t.f.s.) deemed better.
After the passage of time, this place was impaired till the time of
Shaykh Abdul Husain Tehrani, the renowned scholar who repaired
it with stones and gypsum plaster and raised it a bit in height. After
the demise of the Shaykh, the ignorant believed that this pool was
the place from where Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.) disappeared and
still lives in it. They gave it the name of ‘the well of Imam-e-
Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)’.

We are of the view that this belief is not only erroneous and false
but also an insult to Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). Hence, it is
obligatory on these ignorant people to refer to their scholars that
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they may distinguish between truth and falsehood.

Know that from the duties of those who visit the holy shrines in
Iraq is that during their stay in the holy city of Kazmain, they must
go to Baghdad to pay their respects to the aforementioned four
illustrious personalities, who represented Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.)
during the minor occultation. Visiting their graves does not require
much of an effort from the pilgrims as all of them are situated in
Baghdad, not far from their place of stay. Even if they were buried
in far-off cities, it would be obligatory upon the pilgrims to cover
those long distances and bear all the difficulties to visit their holy
graves in order to obtain great rewards and reap never ending
benefits. For, they were indeed superior to the companions and
confidantes of all the Imams (a.s.), in grades and merits. They
achieved success through their representation and ambassadorship
of Imam-e-Zamaan (a.t.f.s.). They were the medium between him
(a.t.f.s.) and his (a.t.f.s.) followers for a period of almost seventy
years. They performed numerous extraordinary acts and miracles.
Some of our scholars even subscribe to their infallibility. It is not
unknown that they are his (a.t.f.s.) deputies after their death like
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they were in their lifetime. Hence, it is necessary that whatever is
written through their channel and in their names for the solution of
difficulties and calamities is bound to reach Imam-e-Zamaan
(a.t.f.s.), as has been discussed in its proper place. To sum it up, the
greatness of their virtues and their position is beyond the scope of
explanation. Whatever we have narrated is sufficient to be inclined
to their ziyaarat."

As for the method of their ziyaarat, it is like how Shaykh Tusi (a.r.)
in ‘al-Tehzeeb’ and Sayyed Ibn Taawoos (a.r.) in ‘Misbaah al-
